Mochi and the Ministry

It is hard to believe that | began my ministerial journey as the resident minister
here only one and a half months ago. In a sense, it feels like this month and a half has
gone by in a blink of an eye, but on the other hand, there have been moments during
this time that have allowed me to slow down to think about and reflect upon particular
events, feelings and encounters that | have experienced this far as a new minister.

Prior to Rev. Masuda and Mrs. Masuda’s move to Hawaii, | was able to meet with
Rev. Masuda on a few occasions and inherited dozens upon dozens of his books to add
to my growing library. Shortly after the beginning of the New Year, Rev. Masuda made
a delivery of books and asked how things were going. | told him that the transition was
going well and I could not be happier because of the warm welcome | received and the
support that was given to me by Rev. Matsumoto and the Sangha.

Just as he was about to leave, Rev. Masuda offered some very meaningful advice.

He further stated, “Take time to enjoy
it slowly. Enjoy the stickiness. But, don’t bite off more than you can chew.” | definitely
had a “WOW!” moment.

I believe that Rev. Masuda’s advice can actually speak to all of us. It takes much
time, care and patience to get to the end result of a smooth, delicious mochi. In our own
lives, we should remember our own self-care and also be patient and have loving
kindness for ourselves and to others. Despite all of the day-to-day responsibilities in our
lives, we must remember to be mindful and enjoy it since, as we know, each moment
and event in our lives is impermanent and cannot be repeated.

Also, as mochi eaters know, mochi is very sticky and although somewhat
troublesome to eat at times, this is an expected quality of mochi. | think this can also be
said about life in general. The first Noble Truth reminds us that there is suffering in this
life and we may find ourselves in sticky situations due to our own blind passions (greed,
anger and ignorance). However, with the teachings of the Buddha as a compass to guide
us, we can navigate and live our lives with gratitude and compassion despite the
occasional stickiness.

Rev. Masuda’s final piece of advice of not biting off more than | can chew is one
that I must remember each day as | attempt to get accustomed to life as a new minister.
I must be mindful to savor each moment and also give myself time to learn the ins and
outs of this wonderful temple. Self-care is an import element in all of our lives so that
we can care for and share our lives with others as well. 1 also realized that I may face a
difficult situation or I might have to make a tough decision during my career as a
minister. Perhaps, | might even get choked up from time to time as we sometimes do
with mochi. However, | will try to remain calm and remember that this too shall pass.

Thank you Rev. Masuda for your amazing collection of books and for your
invaluable advice. You have given me a new fond look at mochi and the ministry.
